Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

It seems like lately my Facebook newsfeed has filled up with pictures and posts about what
different people have given up for Lent. The practice of giving something up for Lent comes
from the ancient custom of Lent being a time of preparation for baptism, when fasting would
be required. It has morphed and changed through the centuries, but the enduring practices of
Lent still include prayer, fasting, and alms-giving.

The Lenten fast has been observed with various levels of strictness: abstaining from meat on
certain days, eating one meal a day instead of two or three, and, perhaps the most common in
America today, giving up various “vices.” These might be coffee, or chocolate, or alcohol.
Some might choose to give the money they would spend on these things to charity instead.
Others might choose to add a practice to their routine: extra time for prayer or devotion,
committing to going the gym, or making it a point to spend time with family or friends.

Sometimes it can seem like Lent is the second chance for many of our New Year's
Resolutions, which are already faltering by mid-February. The thing that differentiates Lenten
disciplines, however, is that they are done with the specific purpose of drawing us into a closer
and deeper relationship with God. Unlike New Year's resolutions, which often focus on self-
improvement (and can impact our lives in meaningful ways), the motivation behind Lenten
disciplines is to focus on God, not ourselves.

If giving something up helps you in that journey of renewal—that's fantastic! It is part of an
ancient practice which is still meaningful for us today. If it doesn’t work for you (and | must
admit, it has never been particularly helpful in my own life), try and find some practice that
does. There is a great opportunity to come to St. Paul’'s on Wednesday evenings for worship
and fellowship—a time to stop and pause in an otherwise busy week.

Above all, | think it is important to remember the purpose of our Lenten disciplines, whatever
they may be. Itis to help draw us closer to the God who deeply desires a close relationship
with us. It is not about feeling guilty if we accidently have that chocolate bar, or forget to read
the devotional we're working through. It is not about the practices themselves, but the God
that practices point us to.

David Lose, president of the Lutheran Seminary at Philadelphia, talks about Lenten practices
this way: “The ‘sacrifices,” the disciplines, are not intended as good works offered by us to
God; rather, they are God'’s gifts to us to remind us who we are, God’s adopted daughters and
sons, God's treasure, so priceless that God was willing to go to any length — or, more
appropriately, to any depth — to tell us that we are loved, that we have value, that we have
purpose.”

May you have a holy Lent as we journey through these forty days together.

The Rev. Regina Goodrich’s roots stem from the Church of God in Christ, where she spent over
forty years of her life. During this period she was, e.g., a Consecrated Evangelist, a workshop &
seminar instructor, a revivalist, a Spiritual Counselor, and a leader of women’s and youth retreats.
She also wrote the book, On the Other Side of Through—My Testimony, while working on three
others.



Rev. Goodrich attended The Lutheran Theological Seminary at Philadelphia; Wayne University and
the Merrill-Palmer Institute, both in Detroit, Michigan; and William Penn University in Oskaloosa,
lowa.

In 2001, a colleague invited her to develop and lead a Bible Study group in the Lutheran Church.
This experience led to her being invited to become an ordained minister in the Evangelical Lutheran
Church of America because she had something the church was looking for—passionate spirituality.
She was ordained on December 20, 2008. Since then: she has preached for several congregations
and revivals; she has served on the Bishop’s strategic planning/writing team, the leadership team
for Youth of Color, and the Synod Council; and in 2011, she was a delegate to the Church-wide
Assembly. She served as pastor of Trinity Lutheran Church in Germantown, and currently serves
as the pastor of Mediator Lutheran Church in Philadelphia.

Rev. Goodrich’s favorite scripture is Romans 1:16 and her life’s mission is based on Luke 4:18-
20. She states that the joy of her life is ministry and advancing the Kingdom of God here on
earth, so that all people might have an opportunity for a more abundant life in this world and the
next. Community outreach has been the core of her existence from an early age. Through
outreach and evangelism across the country, God has blessed and added to the Church such as
should be saved. Evidence of this is the increase in membership of Mediator Lutheran, where
many have joined and partnered with the ministry God has called them to. Rev. Goodrich says
that life for her is simple and enjoyable: seeing lives transformed by and through the Grace of
God given so freely.

James Pollard received a Bachelor of Science in Biblical
Literature from Philadelphia College of the Bible, a
Masters of Divinity from Eastern Baptist Theological Seminary, and a Doctorate of Philosophy
from Kensington University of California. While a student at Dropsie University, laying the
foundation for his doctorate, he worked with the late Dr. Solomon Zeitlin in the production of the
fourth volume of “The Rise and Fall of the Judean State.” Reverend Pollard accepted the call to
become pastor of Zion Baptist Church in Ardmore in May of 1971. He has held this position
longer than any other pastor who has served Zion Baptist of Ardmore.

Reverend Pollard currently serves as a member of the General Board of American Baptist
Churches and the Board of American Baptist Missions, and he is a member of the Montgomery
County Advisory Council to the Pennsylvania Human Relations Commission. An active
participant in the academic world, Reverend Pollard teaches at Eastern University, Geneva
College Center for Urban Theological Studies, and Lutheran Theological Seminary. He has
also taught classes at the Philadelphia College of the Bible, Lincoln University and New York
Seminary. His teaching emphasis is on Biblical Hebrew, World Religion, and Old and New
Testament subjects. “The African Presence in the Bible,” on which he has written several
articles, is Pastor Pollard’s primary academic focus. Reverend Pollard was a featured writer for
the Philadelphia Tribune’s Religion Section from 1973 to 2003. He has been an instructor for the
Pennsylvania Legal Continuing Education Program and gives lectures on public speaking.

Pastor Pollard is married to Virginia Overton, with whom he has three sons and daughters-in-law:
James, Jr. (& Simone), Joseph (& Vernessa), and John (& Tamara). The Pollards are also the
proud grandparents of Jadon, Julian, and Jada Pollard.

Thirty women, including members of St. Paul’s, mothers, sisters, and friends
attended this year’s women’s retreat on Friday evening and Saturday, January 23
and 24 at the Franciscan Spiritual Center in Aston, PA. St. Paul’s Women’s
Retreats were initiated by Pastor Julie in 1998 and have been held annually since
then, so 2015 was the 18th year that we have held a women’s retreat. Pastor Julie
organized them for the first 10 years and we have been coordinating them
ourselves with help from Millie and now Carisa. We were delighted to have our
new Associate Pastor Laura Tancredi join us for the Friday night session and look
forward to her participation in future retreats.

Pastor Jenn Ollikainen led our discussions this year on the topic of “What do
Lutherans Believe?” On Friday evening we shared the reasons we each ended up
being Lutheran, whether it was by birth or conversion later in life, then we noted
where we fell on the “Lutheran Scale of 1-10;” we laughed as the results showed
that we spanned the range between 2-15! Pastor Jenn presented an overview of the
major events of Martin Luther’s life in Germany from his birth in 1482 until his
death in 1546. Luthet’s parents wanted him to study law, which he quickly
abandoned to join an Augustinian order of monks and focus on the study of the
Bible. He stood up to the church by advocating for reforms within the Roman
Catholic Church and his subsequent actions inadvertently began the Protestant
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Reformation. On Saturday we continued with a discussion of Lutheran theology and
how the ELCA is organized. We also looked at where the ELCA and the other
Lutheran bodies stand on some of the difficult issues that churches face today.

As many of you know Pastor Jennifer Ollikainen was the vicar at St. Paul’s during
the 1999-2000 academic year. She is currently called as Executive Director of
Lutheran Congregational Services, an affiliate of Liberty Lutheran Services which
is a social ministry organization that serves people in need throughout
southeastern Pennsylvania. Pastor Jenn has led several of our women’s retreats; we
all love her humorous and lively presentation style.

The 2016 retreat will be held Friday evening and Saturday until 3pm, February 19-
20 (the weekend after President’s Day) at the Franciscan Spiritual Center. Please
mark your calendars and plan to join us!

People of St. Paul’s: Linda Stanton

As noted when we kicked off our People of St. Paul’s series, one way of
defining stewardship is our response to God for the gifts that God has
given to us. You’'ll read elsewhere about financial contributions but
contributions of time and talents are an important dimension to our own
religious experience. Those contributions can also enrich the experience of
our fellow church members and our mission in our local and global
communities. That potential for enrichment underlies the Worship + Two
initiative. Everyone is encouraged to worship regularly and to contribute in
at least two other roles at St. Paul’s.

This month we feature Linda Stanton, who has played an important role
in helping extend the warmth, concern and love of our congregation to
others in our local community and across the globe. Since we first posed
our questions to Linda, she has been elected to Congregation Council
where she is serving as Financial Secretary.

What brought you to St. Paul’s? We joined the church shortly after
relocating to Wynnewood. I didn't really become an active member until
the baptism of our daughter, Kelsey, in April 2000. I vowed to faithfully
bring her to services. She loved the lights and music. We joined the
"Mommy and Me" playgroup led by Debbie Moran and church became
fun. We then enrolled Kelsey at the Montessori school where Pastor Julie's
twins were attending preschool. We went to events with "Families with
Young Children" and sat on the floor playing with wooden musical
instruments with Lisa, David and Frances Wilson. I met Nan Dormans
and Beth McElvenney and have shared so many laughs, and a few tears,
with the two of them. When my father was terminally ill, entire meals were
delivered to our house by Denette Stetler, Joanne Mullin, and Lisa Tintera
along with the help of their beautiful children. Our extended family
became synonymous with our church family.

Which volunteer activities have you been involved with? Our
volunteer service grew gradually. We began to do the CROP walk every fall
when Kelsey was still in a stroller. We participated in Vacation Bible
School and helped with snacks and crafts; I helped with registration and
teaching in the 2 year old's classroom when my work schedule allowed. Mr.
Andy did allow Kelsey to join the Children's Choir when she was in
kindergarten. We started to deliver altar flowers. We purchased seasonal
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flowers, and delivered them along with cards made by all of the Sunday
school students, to members who were home bound. We made phone calls
to solicit volunteers for blood drives (back in the days before Red Cross
systems were computer-automated). We collected clothing for Career
Wardrobe and toiletries for WomanSpace. We decorated a cardboard box,
placed it in the Narthex, and collected eyeglasses to donate to those in
need. As Kelsey grew older, we made "Snoogles" to donate to Lankenau's
newborn nursery. We brought her Girl Scout group along to help with
"Feeding the Hungry."

I joined the Social Ministry Committee a few years ago and Kelsey and 1
became more committed to volunteering. We began to organize formal
drives for member donations to Career Wardrobe. We became St. Paul's
leaders for the annual CROP walk and will likely expand this role to the
entire Main Line. We helped at Alternative Gift Fairs in December to
showcase various charitable organizations, made "red string" ornaments
and book markers, and sold free-trade coffees, teas, and chocolates. My
friends on the committee are a true inspiration — they are intelligent and
kind and have a million ideas for how best to employ "God's work through
our hands."

Do you have a favorite volunteer activity at St. Paul’s? Our favorite
volunteer activity has been helping to organize the "Ingathering" gift drive
every Christmas. This year was our third year to do this project. Our
congregation is very generous. It is a heartwarming start to the holiday
season to see hundreds of wrapped gifts that have been donated to children
in need.

What advice do you have for someone trying to decide whether to get
further involved at St. Paul's? If I were to offer any advice to someone
with questions about becoming further involved with St. Paul's, I would say
that anything is better than nothing. If every member did any one thing,
sooooo much would get accomplished. There is so much to be done.
Volunteer for a single simple task. Find something of personal interest to
you or your family. Talk to the folks on Social Ministry or council for
ideas. Offer your own ideas to us! Be thankful to be part of this special
church family.

Thanks to Linda and Kelsey for their long-running, steadfast commitment
to social ministry at St. Paul’s. The lives of countless others have been
brightened by their service.
